Visitors:
Marvin Wilhelm, from Wilhelm Electric was present to discuss the electrical work that was done at the village park.  Mr. Wilhelm informed Council that the State needs a drawing for the upgrade, and Ron Tussing can do the drawing for $50.00. The State will then approve them and tell him what he can and can’t do.  Mr. Wilhelm guessed the State will charge $150.00 for inspection.  He is sure that Ohio Edison will charge something to upgrade, but he doesn’t know what the charges will be.  It will be a 400 amp main breaker.  Mr. Wilhelm wanted Council’s approval before he went ahead with the drawing and State inspection.  Mr. Essex said he could work this right into his bill.  He has to see the drawing first, but he guessed the cost will be $2500.00 to $3000.00.  Mr. Wilhelm submitted his bill for replacing the breaker box on the East Main Street poll that had been damaged.  He changed the breaker box and upgraded the outlets, and went up the pole and changed out two quartz lights that were burned out from last year.    
Josh Radcliff, from 201 West Main Street was present to address damaged done to some items in his basement due to the water line break in front of his house.  He informed Council that the water line break caused water to come into his basement.  He requested help with replacing two items that were damaged.  He lost the power brush unit to his vacuum cleaner, and the cost to rebuild it would be $90.00.  He also has a crate amplifier that the speakers were damaged, and he thought Castle Music could get him a set for possibly $100.00.

Mr. Essex discussed the water main break with Council.  
Mayor’s Report: 

Mayor, Cheryll Pfanner showed Council Mr. Wilhelm’s bill for the breaker box.  After Council reviewed the bill they moved to accept it.  Mr. Jack Pfanner made a motion to pay invoice 1057 & 1058 from Wilhelm Electric; Mr. Dennis Stieber seconded the motion.  Roll Call: Mrs. Mary Millis, aye; Mr. Dennis Stieber, aye; Mr. Jack Pfanner, aye; Mr. Tom Phillips, aye; Mrs. April Isaac, aye; motion carried.
Mayor, Cheryll Pfanner informed Council of the Peach Festival Meeting that was held on Thursday.  The question was presented to them as to whether they wanted to do the festival again next year, and they said yes.  Councilwoman, Mary Millis stated that the street workers did a good job, and kept themselves available at all times.  Councilwoman, Amy Gahring and Mr. Jeremy Houghtlen fogged the village park for mosquitoes, and it did a good job.   
Fiscal Officer’s Report:
Fiscal Officer, Linda Prater informed Council that the credit card limit was raised to $1000.00.

Mrs. Prater informed Council that she called Network Solution and they told her that there is no setup fee, it’s $119.50 per year, it will have unlimited pages, up to 50 e-mail boxes, and 24 hour support.  They can use northfairfieldvillage.com for the web address.  
After a brief discussion, Village Administrator, Carl Essex said that he would pay the $119.50.  Mrs. Mary Millis moved to permit Mr. Essex to pay the first annual fee of $119.50; Mrs. April Isaac seconded the motion; all ayes; motion carried.  

Mrs. Prater received a new internet service contract from Time Warner, and the amount has gone up $4.00 per month.  Council suggested Mrs. Prater call Verizon Phone Company to get the cost of DSL internet, and call Time Warner to get the cost of internet phone service.   
Mrs. Prater informed Council that the issue with Solicitor, Reese Wineman being on payroll and receiving payroll benefits is no longer an issue, because she is paying him as contract service only.
